Description

RADT 245 - Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) Clinical Practicum lll: completes the
clinical professional portion of the Magnetic Resonance Imaging program. Students perform
Magnetic Resonance Imaging procedures under the direct supervision of a preceptor/mentor. 2
credits: 16 clinical hours per week for 10 weeks. Offered spring semester.

Pre-requisites: RADT 241 and RADT 244
Co-requisites: RADT 242

Overall Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. demonstrate professional behavior in dealing with patients and other staff members;

2. apply standard and transmission-based precautions;

3. provide patient-centered clinically effective care for all patients, regardless of age, gender,
disability, special needs, ethnicity, or culture;

4. integrate appropriate personal and professional values into clinical practice;

5. assess the patient to record clinical history;

6. respond appropriately to medical emergencies;

7. demonstrate appropriate MRI safety precautions in dealing with metallic objects;

8. select computer parameters to produce quality diagnostic images;

9. demonstrate clinical performance by being evaluated on clinical skills and tasks; and

10. complete 40 clinical competencies that will prepare the student to sit for the Magnetic
Resonance Imaging Registry examination offered by the American Registry of Radiologic
Technologists (ARRT) exam repetitions.
