Discusses love, sex, marital adjustment, parenting, family
disorganization, changing gender roles, alternate lifestyles, and family variations by social class, ethnic
group, and race.

Hlustrate an understanding of the concepts of gender role and gender identity in the context

of negotiating family life in the U.S. and relate this to theories of power in relationships.

. Demonstrate knowledge of current research on conflict management, common defense

mechanisms and apply constructive communication approaches.

. Explain issues involved in the stages of the life course of the family (i.e. parenting,

widowhood).
