AVMT 131 - Private Pilot Ground School:
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Private Pilot Certificate. This course addresses both airplane

and helicopter topics including aerodynamics, aircraft systems, aircraft control and operation,
communications, airspace, navigation, weight and balance, aircraft performance, meteorology,
regulations, and crew resource management (CRM).

distinguish between various aircraft systems and flight controls;

describe the instruments in the aircraft, how they function, and what to do if they fail;
describe aerodynamic principles and how they relate to aircraft control;

describe effective radio communication at controlled and uncontrolled airports;
identify airspace classes and the specific procedures that apply;

calculate weight and balance and aircraft performance;

interpret weather charts and data;

perform cross country flight planning and risk assessment; and
