Description

ESOL 095- 3 billable hours, 0 credits - ESOL Individualized Laboratory provides a series of
optional, individualized laboratories for students enrolled in ESOL 022, 023, 024, 032, 033, 034,
042, 043, 044, 052, 054, 096; examines the reading, speaking, listening, and writing skills
covered in the respective ESOL class in an individualized learning environment.

The individualized nature of the course provides four levels of instruction, so students may enroll
in the course up to four times.
