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Description

INTR 111 — 2 Credits — Visual Gestural Communication as a sign language base
studies the non-language aspects of communication which form an integral base for
communication in American Sign Language. A sequenced series of activities is designed
to help the student develop skills in the vital elements of expressive and receptive
communication, e.g., facial expression, body language, pantomime, and gestures, and
receptive communication, e.g., face reading, body reading, and eye training.

2. build confidence and break inhibitions of communicating visually;

4. interpret concepts using clear visual gestural communication.
